¢+ Gay, Lesbian and Bisexual adolescents are three times more likely than straight
students to be raped.

¢ More than 40% of Gay, Lesbian and Bisexual adolescents have seriously considered
suicide. Ten to 20% of Lesbian, Gay and Bisexual adults and more than 41% of
Transgender individuals report attempting suicide comparedito 4.6% of the overall
US population who report a suicide attempt.
Transgender individuals are four times more likely than others to live oniless than
$10,000 a year.
